Agenda:
Mr. Wade called upon Mr. Mosier to update the Authority Members on the status of Mr. Rob Stiles becoming an Associate Director of  the RDDA. Mr. Mosier responded that Mr. Stiles could not be present for the current meeting but expressed a strong desire to be a part of the Authority as an Associate Member.

Mr. Wade discussed the email correspondence he received from Terry Bridgman concerning Mr. Bridgman’s resignation as a Director of Post 2 due to health concerns. It was a consensus that this would be acted upon at the December meeting when the official termination of Mr. Bridgman’s tenure ended. Mr. Bridgman agreed to serve until then.

City Barometric
Report:
Mr. Harris informed the members present that the City Council has provided $5,000 for the benefit of the RDDA. Each member expressed gratitude to the City Council for their generosity.

Mr. Harris stated that he had attended the Long Range Transportation meeting known as the 20-30 Project. He gave a summary of the things discussed in that meeting that pertained to the City of Rossville in particular.  Discussion followed.


Mr. Harris stated that the business owned by Rick Davis will not be putting in gaming machines as last reported.

Agenda:
Mr. Wade stated that Walker County has a chance to purchase the old Standard-Coosa-Thatcher building now vacant. County Commissioner Heiskell has deferred the purchase until she can discuss it with the RDDA. Right now, there appears to be some confusion of the ownership of the property which will have to be worked out.


Mr. Wade stated that the Realtor under contract for the sale of the Wachovia building on Chickamauga Avenue has been in negotiations with a group interested in purchasing the building. More details to follow.


Certain properties adjacent to the Lake Property are under preliminary consideration for acquisition. 


Mr. Campbell suggested considering building a wall around the Lake to bring the property up to road level thereby enhancing public use. Discussion followed.
